 No doubt the human mind is highly intelligent. Yet its very intelligence is tainted by madness. Science and technology have magnified the destructive impact that the dysfunction of             15

the human mind has upon the planet, other life-forms, and upon humans themselves. That is why the history of the twentieth century is where that dysfunction, that collective insanity, can be most clearly recognized. A further factor is that this dysfunction is actually intensifying and accelerating.
We only need to watch the daily news on television to realize that the madness has not          20

abated, that is continuing into the twenty-first century. Another aspect of the collective dysfunction of the human mind is the unprecedented violence that humans are inflicting on other life-forms and the planet itself - the destruction of oxygen-producing forests and other plant and animal life; ill-treatment of animals in factory farms; and poisoning of rivers, oceans, and air. Driven by greed, ignorant of their connectedness to the whole, humans persist           25

 in behavior that, if continued unchecked, can only result in their own destruction.

When faced with a radical crisis, when the old way of being in the world, of interacting with each other and with the realm of nature doesn’t work anymore, when survival is threatened by seemingly insurmountable problems, an individual life-form - or a species - will either die or become extinct or rise above the limitations of its condition through an evolutionary leap.        30
Responding to this radical crisis that threatens our very survival is humanity’s challenge now. 
A significant portion of the earth’s population will soon recognize, if they haven’t already done so, that humanity is now faced with a stark choice: evolve or die.

[…] I was impressed by the conspicuousness of it all and found myself entertaining the idea for a story in which              15

Manhattan has turned into a sinister collectivity where everyone is spying on everyone else, everyone being tracked by the person at the other end of his or her phone, even though,   incessantly dialing one another from wherever they like in the great out of doors, the telephoners believe themselves to be experiencing the maximum freedom. I knew that merely by thinking up such a scenario I was at one with all the cranks who imagined, from the         20  beginnings of industrialization, that the machine was the enemy of life. Still, I could not help it: I did not see how anyone could believe he was continuing to live a human existence by            walking about talking into a phone for half his waking life. No, those gadgets did not promise to be a boon to promoting reflection among the general public.

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As spiritual beings, we are responsible for actualizing the potential holiness that God imbues in each moment.

One of the easiest questions to answer is: “What time is it?” One of the most difficult questions to answer is: “What is time?”

We measure time’s passage by hours, days, months, and years, but what is the elusive reality that we are measuring? A physicist would answer that time is the way that we measure the rotations and revolutions of the heavenly bodies.

But while the movement of the heavenly bodies is circular, the human sense of time is linear. On the physical level, the earth turns around today just like it turned around yesterday. On the deepest level, however, we know that yesterday should not be just a repetition of today, and this year should not be just a repetition of last year. We understand intuitively that our lives must move not in circles, but in spirals, with every rotation higher than the preceding one.

TEXTO I

The list of reasons a person might pack on too many pounds is already plenty long: genes, hormone disorders, a couch-potato lifestyle, love of cheeseburgers. Thanks to a new study in the New England Journal of Medicine, you can add another culprit to the list: friends. Obesity spreads through social networks, according to the study, so if your friends put on weight, you’re more likely to put on the pounds, too.Your family members or spouse can also influence you; as they get heavier, you’re more likely to gain along with them. But, your friends—even if they don’t live anywhere near you—have the most sway. A close friend’s weight gain can even be downright dangerous.

“If your close friend becomes obese in a given time interval, there’s triple the risk that you will follow suit,” says Nicholas Christakis, a coauthor of the

study, which was published Wednesday and a professor of medical sociology at Harvard Medical School. “Before you know it you have an obesity epidemic, where we’re all kind of gaining weight together, like a fashion spreading through society, rising in lockstep.” The research—which Richard Suzman, director of the National Institute on Aging’s Behavioral and Social Research Program, calls “one of the most exciting studies in medical sociology that I have seen in decades”—focuses on 12,067 participants in the Framingham Heart Study, a multidecade government health-research project. Each participant was asked to name a list of friends and family members when he or she joined the program in

1971. Then the participants and their friends and family were tracked over the years. When one person in the study became obese, his siblings’ risk of also becoming obese jumped by 40 percent, while his spouse’s risk jumped

by 37 percent. More strikingly, if that person had been named as a “friend” by another participant, the second participant’s risk of becoming obese shot

up by 57 percent. If the friends were of the same gender, the risk was even higher, at 71 percent. (The study found a man’s weight gain would have no

significant effect on his female friend’s weight, and vice versa, but the study did not have many male-female friendships to examine.) If the friends were

particularly close—judged in the study by the fact that they both named each other on their lists of loved ones—the risk that one’s weight would follow

the others’ increased by a whopping 171 percent.

Power Paper: Energy Storage by the Sheet

Could paper be the future of power in electronic gadgetry? Just as plastics unleashed a revolution in the manufacture of everyday materials, a

new power source composed of cellulose, carbon nanotubes and a dash of liquid salts could revolutionize the energy behind gadgets from iPhones

to pacemakers.

“We have a paper battery, supercapacitor and hybrid device that could be used in a variety of energy storage applications,” says biological and

chemical engineer Robert Linhardt of Rensselaer Polytechnic Institute (R.P.I), who helped lead the team that made the discovery. “These devices are

lightweight and flexible and are primarily composed of cellulose paper—an environmentally friendly and biocompatible material.”In addition to all the flexibility gained from creating this thin dry sheet of “nanocomposite paper,” the paper battery can also be cut up or stacked and works at a wide range of temperatures, from –100 degrees Fahrenheit to 350 degrees F (without bursting into flame). And, depending on how the paper is made, it can function as a battery, a supercapacitor (an unusually efficient energy storage device that can deliver a quick burst of power) or both. “The nanotubes on which the cellulose is cast contact the paper at the molecular level with an enormous surface area, allowing the device to efficiently store and release power,” Linhardt says.

The power paper could also absorb salty bodily fluids, such as sweat or blood, to function as a supercapacitor. “The use of these electrolytes based on bodily fluids suggests the possibility of the device being useful as a dry body implant,” Linhardt notes. “We are very interested in the possibility of disposable paper defibrillators as a potential medical application.” If the power sheets can be rolled off a printing press, as scientists hope, the future of energy storage may be in paper. “We are realistic enough

to recognize that the actual scale up of a process can be fraught with unanticipated difficulties,” Linhardt says. But “we do not see any insurmountable challenges.”

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Facing the Freshwater Crisis
BIG SQUEEZE on the world's freshwater resources looms as populations mushroom and incomes rise.
The world's demand for freshwater is currently overtaking its ready supply in many places, and this situation shows no sign of abating, so wise use of such power will become increasingly important as the years go by. Today one out of six people, more

than a billion, suffer inadequate access to safe freshwater and by 2025, according to data released by the United Nations, the freshwater resources of more than half the countries across the globe will undergo either stress- people making increasing

demands for more water than is available or safe for use- or outright shortages. By midcentury as much as three quarters of the earth's population could face scarcities of freshwater Scientists expect water scarcity to become more common in large part because the world's population is rising and many people are getting richer (thus expanding demand) and because global climate change is exacerbating aridity and reducing supply in many regions. What is more, many water sources are threatened by

faulty waste disposal, releases of industrial pollutants, fertilizer runoff and coastal influxes of saltwater into aquifers as groundwater is depleted. Because lack of access to water can lead to starvation, disease, political instability and even armed conflict, failure to take action can have broad and grave consequences. Only about 3 percent of all the water on the earth is fresh and whether people get enough freshwater or not

depends greatly on where they live. All the rest of the water on the planet is salty and today desalination tools are already poised to exploit this huge source of salty water. A recent, substantial reduction in the costs for the most energy-efficient desalination technology- membrane reverse-osmosis systems- means that many coastal cities

can already secure new sources of potable water. Scientists are also now working on reverse-osmosis filters composed of carbon nanotubes that offer even better separation efficiencies and the potential of lowering desalination costs by an additional 30 percent. This technology, which has been demonstrated in prototypes, is steadily approaching commercial use. Despite the improvements in energy efficiency, however, the applicability of reverse osmosis is to some degree limited by the fact that the technology is still energy-intensive, so the availability of affordable power is important to significantly expand its application. The international community can reduce the chances of a global water crisis if it puts its collective mind to the challenge. Fortunately, to a great extent, the technologies and policy tools required to conserve existing freshwater and to secure more of it are known. We do not have to invent new technologies as much as accelerate the adoption of existing techniques to conserve and enhance the water supply. Solving the water problem will not be easy, but we

can succeed if we start right away and stick to it. Otherwise, much of the world will go thirsty.

Internet Eavesdropping: A Brave New World of Wiretapping

As telephone conversations have moved to the Internet, so have those who want to listen in. But the technology needed to do so would entail a dangerous expansion of the government’s surveillance powers
Unlike earlier physical frontiers, cyberspace is a human construct. The rules, designs and investments made in cyberspace will shape the ways espionage, privacy and security will interact. Today there is a clear movement to give intelligence activities a privileged position, building in the capacity of authorities to intercept cyberspace communications. The advantages of this trend for fighting crime and terrorism are obvious. The drawbacks may be less obvious. For one thing, adding such intercept infrastructure would undermine the nimble, bottomup structure of the Internet that has been so congenial to business innovation: its costs would drive many small U.S. Internet service providers (ISPs) out of business, and the top-down control it would

require would threaten the nation's role as a leader and innovator in communications.

Wiretapping has had an on-and-off legal history in the U.S. At first, the courts held that a wiretap does not constitute a search when it involves no trespass, but over time that viewpoint changed. In the 1970s a new transmission medium emerged as an

alternative for long-haul communications: optical fibers—and from the 1990s onward, the vast majority of communications from one fixed location to another have moved by fiber. Because fiber communications are “wired,” U.S. law gives them greater protection. The intelligence community could not intercept these communications as freely as they could radio traffic. Another threat is more immediate, though. Since the collapse of the Soviet Union, no opponent has had the ability to spy on U.S. ommunications with anything approximating comprehensive coverage. The Soviets had

fleets of trawlers patrolling both coasts of the U.S., diplomatic facilities in major American cities, satellites overhead and ground bases such as the Lourdes facility near Havana. Their capabilities in signals intelligence were second to none. In comparison, the current opponents the U.S. most fears, such as al Qaeda, and even major nations such as China have no such ability. They are, however, trying to achieve it, and building wiretapping into the Internet might facilitate spying for them. Computers would control the intercept devices, and those computers themselves would be controlled remotely. Such systems could be just as much subject to hacking as Web sites and personal computers are. The U.S. government’s proposed interception policies must be judged in the light of such vast and uncertain dangers.
